HISTORY OF ASSATA HIGH SCHOOL

Assata High School was founded in January 1992 as an alternative school in the heart of Milwaukee.  It operates a full-day alternative program in partnership with the Division of Diversified Community School of Milwaukee Public Schools.  It provides services to students in grades nine through twelve.  The total enrollment capacity is 120 at-risk students.

After meeting with the school counselor and/or administrator, a personal program of study is drawn up to overcome credit deficiencies to increase self-esteem and to prepare students for their high school diploma.  Academic courses as well as personal enrichment through classes in parenting, humanities, study skills and test taking skills become a part of the student’s daily work.  Grading is based upon a 4.0 scale.  Education also takes place outside of the classroom on various field trips to libraries, colleges, career fairs and many more educational facilities throughout the City of Milwaukee and out-of-state.

Assata’s holistic approach to education is that each student can learn.  These students not only rely upon services from the community, but also render volunteer services to the community.  Involvement with outreach programs such a Habitat for Humanity allows students to recognize their importance in a very concrete way.  Students understand their role and experience the trades.  

The variety of experiences of Assata students affords them opportunities to develop a sense of personal responsibility toward others, to work at adult occupations under supervision, to network with potential employers, and to experience satisfaction as a valuable asset in the community.

Each student has access to the following support system:

· Open entry/open exit program

· Regular educational curriculum with computer assisted remediation & review, as needed

· Student counseling & guidance as necessary

· Career exploration provided by the director, counselor, intervention coordinator and other agencies

· Parenting, alcohol and other drug abuse education classes taught by other agencies throughout the community

· Before- and after-school tutoring

· Student Council Association

· Mentoring program

· Various sports activities & teams with other high schools

Each student is assigned to a counselor who works with the student and parents to assess academic and personal skills.  The counselor also acts as a college and career counselor, family liaison and attendance monitor.

The school is open to students between 15 and 19 years old, enrolled in grades 9 through 12 who are at-risk students.  Limited English proficiency students are also eligible to participate.  Preference in admission is given to students who reside in the City of Milwaukee and are considered at-risk.  Students requiring LEP or EEN services may be eligible for the program with approval from the Division of Special Services Supervisor and availability of additional services in compliance with the student’s IEP.
Students come to Assata High School with a multitude of problems.  In order for them to be labeled “at-risk”, they have to either be one to two grade levels behind, truant, and/or be at risk of failing or dropping out of school.  These problems strongly impact students because most of them are truly deficient in almost every subject area.

In addition, the measuring of students’ test scores is quite difficult in this type of setting.  Some of the students attend only for one semester unlike the majority of our students who may stay for only one or two years while others remain in the program for their entire four years of high school earning a high school diploma.  As students enter into the Assata program, they are pre-tested on the TABE test to determine specific areas of weakness and functioning grade level skills.

The educational curriculum of Assata High School is innovative but fun, and it is taught by full-time DPI certified teachers in specific areas of subject discipline.  They consistently attend workshops on how to effectively implement math and writing across the curriculum into their daily lesson plans.  Teachers also work diligently to ensure that their classroom syllabi are carefully curtailed to meet the needs of the students we serve.  Instructors also consistently attend in-services and workshops on how to effectively work with at-risk students in a sensitive, professional manner.  Classroom discipline becomes a focus in many sessions.

Throughout the school year, teachers constantly re-assess their effectiveness in the classroom.  If needed, additional changes may be made to course syllabi and/or marking period requirements.  During weekly teacher meetings, instructors discuss needed changes to be done in the classroom to ensure that all students are served to the best of their needs.  To make sure that concepts are continued throughout the day and into the students’ home lives, daily homework is given.  Teachers also work with students on test-taking strategies and upgrading of skills to help increase percentages on the Terra Nova and WKCE tests.

Assata High School also has several structures implemented to help student achievement.  The IETP plan is completed for all students attending.  As strengths and weaknesses are pinpointed and addressed, the counselor will meet with each student six months later to see if they have met their goals that have been set in the plan.  Another strategy that helps student achievement is our attendance call procedure.  Whenever students are absent, calls to homes are made on a daily basis, and the MPS Social Worker makes home visits on a weekly basis.  The attendance rate has remained consistently high since this procedure has been implemented several years ago.  Along with this, the suspension rate has decreased over the past several years, which also helps student achievement.  All of these procedures and policies, along with parent support have ensured that the students of Assata High School continue to increase their skill levels and achievement levels.

Assata High School Policies and Procedures

(2016 – 2017)
· In order for students to pass ANY of their classes, they MUST bring to school the following supplies:7 one-subject notebooks, (to be locked up in each classroom for daily use). 
Loose-leaf paper, calculator, ruler, protractor, pens/pencils, markers, colored pencils.  If you do not come to class prepared, you will NOT be allowed to leave the classroom for supplies.
· No loitering on the parking lot or school property before or after school hours. Students are expected to enter the building upon arrival to school. No crossing onto the adjoining school property at any time!!! Anyone who violates this policy will face severe consequences up to and possibly including a Central Office Hearing for Endangering the Safety of Students and Staff.
· Upon arrival all students must remain in the activity hall or designated area until they are excused for class.

· We are a CLOSED CAMPUS school. Students will not be allowed to leave the school without a written excuse or parental consent, which in both cases, will be verified by the Emergency Contact Card information only. NO EXCEPTIONS!!
· There is no available telephone equipment or privileges available for student personal use. There will be NO use of the secretary’s, counselor’s or principal’s phone unless it is an extreme emergency, which all emergency calls will be monitored by Parent Coordinator (Ms. Penn) and an administrator.
· Students who do not qualify for free lunch are required to pay for their lunch and/or breakfast on a daily basis. Students must arrive on time to be able to order lunch for the day. Once the count for the day has been called in, there can be no additions. Parents please encourage your child to get to school on time.
· NO EATING or DRINKING in class; only clear bottled water (sealed) will be allowed in the classroom at any time. All other food and drinks must be consumed in the cafeteria. NO EXCEPTIONS! (Please be aware that students are NOT PERMITTED to bring Red Bull or ANY OTHER FORM of energy drinks into the building for consumption.)
· Students are NOT allowed to have friends or family members bring in lunch/restaurant food during the school day. (Bag lunches are welcome. Refrigeration and microwaves are available for student use. Lunch MUST be turned in when arriving to school.)

· Students are not allowed to leave the building during lunchtime or during school without staff permission. (When you arrive in the building and sign in upon arrival, you must stay in the building.)

· Any student taking a physical education course MUST participate in all required physical activities.
· All field trips are part of the school curriculum. It is mandatory that all students attend (Parents are encouraged to attend.)

· If any student is taking prescription drugs, parents must inform administration in writing so that we are aware of this information, and it can be inserted in the student’s file. We encourage Parents/Guardians to administer meds to your child before or after school if possible. There is a limited amount of locked cabinets to safely keep student medications. (Include prohibited drugs.)
· If you are absent, you must notify the school and follow-up with a written excuse upon your return.  

· Ribbing, foul or abusive language toward staff and fellow students will not be tolerated. Rapping is not allowed. 








Dress Code
Assata High School will adhere to a STRICT dress code at all times.
Students MUST refrain from wearing/bringing the following items:

· Indecent exposure of any type.
· Hats and/or headgear of any kind (including sunglasses and headbands). Ladies: Fashion Hats/Bandanas and Bonnetts tied around your head. Gentlemen: Baseball Caps/Bandanas cannot be attached to your pants in any way.
· Stocking caps, bandanas, scarves, wave caps, “doo-rags,” rollers, headbands, etc. (All items must be taken off when entering the building…No Exceptions!!)
· Rat tail combs, metal or plastic. Jewelry with spikes or sharp points. (These items are considered weapons.)
· Sagging of pants exposing underwear or bandanas displayed hanging from pockets.
· See-through leggings/skin-tight pants or sweatpants. Pajama Sets/Pajama Bottoms are not allowed.
· Short skirts or high splits/Hot pants or short shorts.  (The allowance is 4 inches from the top of your kneecap.  We will be measuring if in doubt.)

· Halter or back-out tops, or showing of nipples, navels or open cleavage.  Tank tops must have ½ inch or wider straps. Gentlemen: No “Wife-Beaters”/white tank tops worn as shirts.
· Ladies are not permitted to wear “stiletto” tip nails. They are considered a weapon used for fighting, NO EXCEPTIONS!!!
· See-through blouses will NOT be tolerated whatsoever.  (Ex: sheer, nylon, mesh, lace, etc.)
· Jeans/pants with excessive holes exposing any skin whatsoever. (This attire is accepted with leggings or tights underneath.)
· Hoods on your head during the school day.  (If you abuse this policy, you will not be able to wear a “hoodie” at all in the building.)

· Such as Cut-off T-shirts exposing your stomach and/or back. Crop Top T-shirts. (Your waist, stomach, or breast cleavage, underwear, boxers’ gym short.) Pants/shorts should be maintained at waist level.
· Explicit language or images on clothing, hats, or jewelry.

· Outdoor coats in the classrooms (Down jackets, leather jackets, and other outdoor jacket.  If it is worn to school for warmth, it is an outdoor coat and is NOT allowed in the classroom.)
· Students must practice personal hygiene daily. (Please wear appropriate shoes; no house shoes.)
(Personal hygiene items are available upon request.)
